Input

Input is a (possibly empty) sequence of words, each being a sequence of one or more lower-
case letters without accents or diacritical marks. They may come in one or more lines.
Output

Output must be an int: the number of words in the sequence displaying an even number of
the vowels a, ¢, i, 0, u.
